Внеклассное мероприятие по английскому языку для 7 класса
“Do You Know English Idioms and Proverbs?”

Цели: познакомить учащихся с английскими пословицами и поговорками, научить применять английские идиомы в разговорной речи, развивать познавательные интересы учащихся, воспитывать уважение к традициям и обычаям английского народа.
Оборудование: плакаты с английскими пословицами и поговорками, вопросы для викторины.
 T.: Hello, dear children! Glad to see you at our meeting. Today we are going to learn some English proverbs and sayings and to find out if there is something similar in our language.
Ученик 1: В любом языке живут сотни пословиц и поговорок. Они создавались многими поколениями людей и сохраняют в себе народную мудрость. В них отображается история и мировоззрение народа, его традиции, моральные устои, юмор.
Ученик 2: Многие идиомы являются интернациональными. Часто к ним можно подобрать аналоги из родного языка. Знание пословиц и поговорок расширяет словарный запас, развивает память, приобщает к народной мудрости.

T.: Watch some short plays and learn English idioms.(учащиеся разыгрывают заранее подготовленные сценки, остальные дети делают предположения, какие реплики являются пословицами и проговаривают их вслух)
